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Step 1 Step 2

Unscrew the 2 Bolts holding the Canopy Plate. Unscrew the Phillips screws as indicated to remove the crossbar.

Step 3 Step 4
Twist the crossbar-anti clockwise to release it and set aside. Screw in the crossbar to the desired location on the ceiling.
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Step 5 Step 6

Rotate the Canopy housing clockwise on the cross bar to lock it in Connect the wires according to the WIRING DIAGRAM.
place and screw in the Phillips screws removed in Step 2.

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Step 7 Step 8
Push up the canopy plate and fasten using the 2 bolts removed in Unscrew the plate on top of the fixture by removing the Phillips
Step 1. Screws.

Step 9

Disconnect the insulated Black and Red wires from the WAGO
Connector. Making sure to set aside all components.
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Step 10

To adjust the cable gripper, simply turn it clockwise by 2 - 3
rotations. Then push down to unclamp the wire. Note: Adjusting
the height without attaching the fixture is less strenuous.

Step 11

Once adjusted to the right height, you might have some unnecessary cable
length. Slip the Black Insulation tubing on the negative side wire and the Red
insulation tubing on the other wire, ensuring end to end coverage.

Step 12

Then leave a 0.5-inch gap before cutting the extra wires.
It is important to cut unnecessary wire length to prevent contact
and short circuiting.
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Step 13 Step 15

Bring up the fixture and connect the black wire to the black tubing
and the Red wire to the Red tubing.

Step 14

Screw back the Phillips screws on the ring plate.

To adjust the cable gripper, simply turn it clockwise by 2 - 3
rotations. Then push down to unclamp the wire.

Note: You can also simply push the wire down to raise the fixture
or push down the gripper to lower the fixture.
